2007 Legislative Session

QA Commission’s Legislative Committee: We have been meeting and working with
legislators in both the Senate and House. As we have discussed the continuation and
expansion of our alternative quality assurance and licensing system for Minnesotans
across the state, we continue to be encouraged by everyone’s response. Our
legislation is Senate File 0759 authored by Senator Anne Lynch and House File 0908
authored by Representative Tina Liebling. These bills will make the QA Commission’s
activities a permanent alternative licensing option in MN with the removal of our sunset
date, will expand who may receive VOICE reviews to include all people with disabilities,
and secure an appropriation to sustain Region 10 QA activities and continue our
expansion efforts to other parts of Minnesota.

As in the past, Steve Larson from Arc MN and Anne Henry from Disability Law Center
have been a great asset in our efforts. We are also experiencing great support by the
Consortium for Citizen’s with Disabilities (CCD). On Feb. 13", Kurt Rutzen and Dan
Zimmer were one of many others around the state asked by CCD to testify for the
House Health and Human Service Committee. It was impressive to see the scope of
issues and stakeholders that work with CCD.

As we move forward, we feel that we have a solid footing this legislative session.
Please call or write the legislators to ask for their support in continuing quality
assurance efforts that will work to improve the quality of support and quality of life for
people with disabilities.

Legislative QA Panel:

The last official meeting occurred in December. Since that time, Charlie Lakin and the
U of M has continued to send drafts of updated Recommendation Reports. Hopefully, it
will be finalized and given to legislators soon. Legislation written to move forward with
development of a Statewide Quality Council and Regional Quality Councils will either be
included in the recommendation or will follow afterwards through the efforts of Arc MN
and CCD. We will continue to monitor this progress and keep all stakeholders informed
of progress.
